What to wear?  Normal casual dress is perfectly fine.  Jeans, T-shirts, etc...  You can dress up if you want 
to though.

For those who want to go on 
Saturday we will go to Ober Gatlinburg and stay there most of the day.  The price for that is $33 a piece.  
It covers ice skating, bungee run, snow tubing etc... It’s a fun day.  Keep in mind that we also ride go 
carts and go to shopping malls.  Also, at Winterfest there is always stuff that the teens want to buy.  And 
I’m asking each person to give $5 towards their Full Circle Winterfest T-shirt. It gets crazy expensive if 
you’re not careful.   
 
Bus Ride:  On the bus ride Thursday night, pajama pants are ok, no shorts.  Also, regular T-shirts are ok 
during the bus ride but no spaghetti strap night shirts.  You can bring a pillow and a cover.  Pack a small 
bag to bring onboard the bus with you with hair brush tooth paste etc… and snacks and even a small 
cooler is ok.
